Upon successful
completion of the program, you will have
achieved the English language proficiency
level to enter an Australian high school.

You will be placed in the HSP program
according to your English level, which will be
determined by your recognised proficiency
test results or a placement test on arrival.
Students are generally required to study in the
HSP program for a minimum of 20 weeks.
